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Dr. Snyder Dental Guidelines for Joint Replacement Patients 

Patients undergoing joint replacement surgery are instructed to avoid elective dental work 1 week before surgery and for 3 months after surgery. Urgent dental work can be completed during that time, but our office should be notified and patients should have antibiotic prophylaxis. After 3 months, patients are cleared for elective dental work. 
I recommend that all patients receive antibiotic prophylaxis before dental work for life. Patients or dental offices may contact our office for prophylactic antibiotic prescriptions.
